Inside and Outside Circle Questions
1. How would you describe the math talk you use in your classroom? How do you encourage student response? 

2. Think of a child who is reluctant to speak in class, but seems to be verbal outside of the classroom. What strategies might you try to encourage this child to talk more in class?

3. Think about the daily schedule in a particular classroom. What sort of balance is there between teacher talk, student talk, and student to student talk? Is each child’s voice heard? Why or why not? 

4. What sorts of social language skills do children need to have in order to participate actively in school? How do children learn these skills? 

5. How can you encourage children to talk at home about what they are learning at school?

6. What classroom routines do you have in place to make the classroom predictable? 

7. What objects and tools in your classroom can help support the development of a stimulating environment?
